Uttlesford Local Development Framework Core Stategy:

Preferred Options Consultation

To decide on the Parish Councils response to this document which needs to be
received by Friday 11 th January 2008.

Howard Rolfe and Julie Redfern declared their interest as UDC members already
in support of Option 4, and therefore unable to comment on this item.

It was agreed that the Parish Council would support option 4 — Creating a new
settlement north east of Elsenham (3000 homes) plus 750 dwellings in larger
towns, and 250 dwellings in villages.

A draft response covering this item, as well as the other issues raised by the
consultation, will be formulated. After circulation to non-UDC members for
comment it will then be submitted. PF/EC

Recreation Ground — CCTV/Youth Shelter
Russell Pope to report on progress regarding the installation of CCTYV.

There is a provisional date for installation of 21* January 2008. The Parish
Council is still waiting for a quote to dig the trench and for the electrical work,
however it is hoped that these will not delay the works. Russell is to borrow a
CAT scanner in order to locate the existing electrical cables between the
Community Centre and the multi-sports surface.
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It was noted that in order to claim the grant money, the works must be completed
by the end of March 2008.

The clerk to report on progress in obtaining quotes for the relocation of the
Youth Shelter.

As it is proving difficult to obtain a reasonable quote for the relocation of the

Youth Shelter, and because the planned CCTV system will cover the existing site,

it was agreed to defer a decision on moving the shelter in order to judge what

benefits the presence of cameras might have. In the meantime it will be arranged

to install a bin to encourage the proper disposal of any litter. EC

07/74. Highways
— Progress of items highlighted at meeting

held on 10" October 2007
1. Problem with existing Speed Activated Sign not working correctly.

This has now been addressed and is functioning as expected.
2. Request for police to carry out a speed check

The police to be asked whether this has been done. HR
3. Possibility of residents being trained to use a hand held speed gun.

It was agreed that this should be pursued. Howard Rolfe will investigate the

costs involved and Tim Fowell will canvas residents to gauge support. HR/TF
4. Possibility of having an additional Speed Activated Sign at the other end of

the village

It was agreed to investigate the cost of having an additional sign. HR

It was reported that following 2 accidents on the B184 last Thursday that the

police were quoted as saying that they were unaware that the road suffered from a
speeding problem. This is not the Parish Councils understanding and will be

followed up. HR

Part Night Scheme — following receipt of the letter from Essex County Council,
requesting the Parish Councils views on the Part Night Scheme, to decide on a

suitable response.

It was agreed that a letter will be written to Essex County Council stating that the
situation regarding those Parish Council street lights converted is fairly chaotic

and needs to be rectified. HR

The Clerk will continue to advise Howard regularly which street lights are
affected. EC

Proposed Attendance at Future Meeting of Essex County Council Highways
It has been arranged for David Forkin of Essex County Council Highways to
attend the next meeting of the Parish Council in order to discuss any highways
issues.

Village Archive Funding

To agree the proposal to fund the purchase of artefacts connected to the village.
Following discussion of this item it was agreed to re-imburse what monies have so
far been spent. Before agreeing to fund further purchases however, a strategy will
need to be properly established to cover such decisions as:

1. Selecting suitable items to be purchased.

2. What price limits should be set.

3. Ownership of the artefacts purchased.

4. Access to view artefacts by residents.

Banking Mandate
To approve the new banking mandate and for the appropriate councillors to sign.
It was agreed to defer this item to the next meeting.

Precept

To agree the precept for the financial year 2008/09

Although the precept has not increased for several years, Susan Ross proposed
leaving it at £27,000 for the year 2008/09 as the Council was still showing a
surplus. Howard Rolfe suggested that a small increase of £1,000 be asked for on
the basis that this would allow for more to be achieved. Julie Redfern seconded the
motion and with the majority of councillors in agreement the motion was carried.
A precept request of £28,000, for the financial year 2008/09, will be duly
submitted to Uttlesford District Council. EC
The strategy group is to meet in the New Year in order to establish spending
priorities.

Flood Prevention and Communications

Howard Rolfe to report on progress of removal of excess vegetation and silt from
basin under Grumble Bridge.

It was confirmed that this work has now been carried out.

Disabled Access to the Chapel in Carmel Street

Following receipt of the letter from the Uttlesford Area Access Group to Peter
Fentem, to decide whether to encourage the provision of disabled access to the

chapel.

This was not considered to be a responsibility of the Parish Council although it

would help to facilitate provision if the Chapel decided to proceed. Johnny

Huggins will be approached again regarding this matter. PF
